As gquatro
espécles de Calancida, Argyrodiaptomues furcatus extiie, A.
naglectus, Odontodiaptomus paulistanus e Diaptomuse {B.1l,)
vorderci fazem parte de um grupo gue habita @reas subtropi-
cals do sudeste do Brasil, Uruguai # a bacia do rio Parand
na Argentina. As dez espécles de Cyclopolda, Trepoeoyelops
prasinus meridionalis, Mesocyclops longisetus, M. meridianua,
M. aspertiocornis, Thermooyclops decipiens, T. minutua, T.
inversns, Metacyclops mendooinue, Microecycleops finttimus &
M. anoeps incluem duas espécles circumtropicais, guatroc nec
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tropicais e quatro com distribuigbes limitadas ac continen—
te sulamericano. As espicies da ordem Harpacticoidea, Attheyella
sp., Elaphoidella Bpp. a € b, e a da ocrdem gsemi-parasita
Poecllostomatolda, Ergasilus sp., pertencem a géneros COEMQ
politas. A malor parte das espéclies cujas exigéncias acold—
gicas sido conhecidas, preferem fguas meso e eutrSficas.

ABSTRACT - AN EVALUATION OF THE COPEPOD {CRUSTACEA) FAUNA OF
THE REGION OF BELO HORIZONTE, WITH COMMENTS ON
THE SPECIES OF MINAS GERAILS.

A series of samples of Copepoda {Crustacea} taken
near Belo Horizonte, Minas Gerais, haes doubled the number
of species known to occur in the astate. We list these naw
records and comment on the distribution and escology of several
species. The four species of Calancida, Argyrodiaptomus
furcatus exilia, A. neglectus, pdontodiaptomus pauliatanus
and Diaptomus (8.l.) corderoi are part of a group of species
which inhabits subtropical areas in southeastern Brazil,
Uruguay and the Parand River valley of Argantina. The species
of Cyclopoida, Tropooyelops prasinus meridicnalis, Mesooyolope
longisatus, M. maridianua, M. aspertoornis, Thermecyolops
decipiens, T. minutue, T. inversus, Metasyolope mendooinus,
Mieroeyalops finitimue and M. anceps include two circumtro-
pical, four neotropical and three Scuth Amarican forms.
Speciea of the Order Harpacticoidea, Attkeyella, BP- and
Flaphoidella spp. a and b, and the semi-parasitic poeciloa-
tomatoid Ergasilus sp. belong to cosmopolitan genera. Most
of those apecies whose ecological reguirements are known
prefer meso to eutrophic waters.
